Really, only one prophecy
contains  the  name
translated in the KJV as
Armageddon® - Rev.16:16
The other passages are
included because they
seem to match the events
described in Revelation
16 (see shared features).
Ezekiel matches these
passages as well but also
seems to differ in
significant ways.®

the Valley of Jezreel from the west; many battles have been fought on the plain of Megiddo also known as the plain of Esdraelon (note Dan.11:45: it does lie between the three

seas to the east and west (Mediterranean, Galilean, Dead) and Jerusalem to the south.)
